Organisation of  “Hands-on / participation in daily routine at department / clinical work”

4 groups (depending on number of participants – 5-6 / group) – Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday

1st group   =   Film reading & fluoroscopy: if possible participation in daily reporting; if not possible, cases and dose adaptation hands-on workshop will be provided, guidelines for performing typical examinations such as VCUG or contrast swallow / follow-through / enema ... (Djuricic / Olteanu)




2nd group  =   Ultrasound:  if possible participation in daily US examinations (Asavoaie / Ric) 

3rd group   =   CT cases: if not possible to participate in CT clinical examinations, cases and dose adaptation hands-on workshop will be provided (Fufezan / Sor)
